To make the stuffing: In a medium sauté pan ovetiom heat, cook the onion in the olive oil for 3 to
4 minutes or until the onions are tender.

In a medium mixing bowl, combine the bread crumi the chicken broth. Add the chilled onions,

marjoram, cayenne, paprika, salt, pepper, garledaw, vinegar, and ground pork. Mix well. Cover and
refrigerate until ready to use.

To make the mushrooms: Use a spoon to scrapedhk gills out of each mushroom. Season the
mushrooms with the salt and pepper. Lightly bréghdutside of the mushrooms with olive oil.

Divide the pork mixture into 12 equal portions grdss one portion into each mushroom. Place mush-
rooms stuffing side up directly over low heat amitl pr 15-17 minutes. Serve with fresh tomato cau

or corn relish.

Open the beer can and pour off half of the bedrttgehalf-full can on a flat surface and slide the
chicken over the top so the can fits inside thetgaVransfer the bird to the grill, keeping therca
upright. Carefully balance the bird on its two legsl the can. Grill over Indirect Medium heat
until the juices run clear and the internal tempagreaches 170°F in the breast and 180°F in the
thickest part of the thigh, 1-1/4 to 1-1/2 hourseaking barbecue mitts, carefully remove the
chicken and the can from the grill, being carefotl to spill the beer — it will be hot. Let the
chicken rest for about 10 minutes before liftinfr@m the can. Discard the beer. Cut the chicken
into serving pieces. Serve warm.
